Procedures

Step one is to copy the files from the camcorder to your personal folder. To do this, you
need to hook up the camcorder to the computer using the USB cable that came with it.

Note: make sure you have the cradle as wetlesthe cable does not hook directly into
the camcorder. It may also be a good idea to have the power cable as well. Depending
on the size and number of files, it could take a while.

Once you have the camcorder hooked up to the computer, you shoaldesgee in My
Computers called Removable disk (*:) where the star is the drive |8#éore we go too
far, it is a good idea to create a Video folder in your U: drive to save the files to. Now
open the camera drivelhere should be a folder called M®OT or at least have root in
the folder name. That folder is the one you want. Just copy and paste the files in
guestion to your personal folder. That way we have a backup of it if you loose it.

Now you can convert it. Under SASD Programs in the ba, there should be a
program called MS Movie Maker. Click it. On the left hand sideler Capture Video,
is an option Import video. Click it.
